• Conducting advocacy seminars on the role of competition law and 
its benefits for the economy and consumers for government 
officials, consumer associations, the business community, 
academics, lawyers and the judiciary.

Institutional and Implementation Arrangement 
 

•Executing Agency: UNCTAD 

 UNCTAD shall retain overall responsibility for the execution of the project  

 in consultation with DOJ-OFC.  All services shall be provided in accordance  

 with United Nations procedures, rules and regulations. 
 

•National Project Coordinator: DOJ-OFC 

 OFC-DOJ will provide policy guidelines and extend logistical support and  

 assistance to UNCTAD during the implementation of the project.  
 

•Project Management Committee will be composed of representatives from   

 UNCTAD and DOJ-OFC. The Committee will prepare and adopt a yearly  

 work plan including specific activities. It will carry out a mid-term review  

 every six months and hold an annual meeting with the participation of the  

 donors to monitor the implementation and the progress achieved as well as to  

 revise the priorities, if needs be.
