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• Merger control is of increasing importance in competition policy due to the 
concentration of market power in some basic sectors such as digital, pharmaceuticals or 
shipping, among others.

• Competition authorities need to review their merger control standards and adapt them 
to the new circumstances of the 21st century.

• Different aspects such as notification thresholds, the use of behavioural and structural 
remedies, the effects of vertical and conglomerate mergers should be reviewed.

• In particular, the characteristics of digital markets require authorities to conduct a more 
dynamic and proactive analysis of merger transactions in order not to slow down 
innovation.

• In merger operations of a transnational nature, there is a need for greater cooperation 
between the authorities of the Member States concerned.
