3. During the open-ended consultations carried out by the Presdent of the Trade and
Deveopment Board on 30 January 2001, it was decided, in accordance with the Bangkok Plan of
Action as contained in document TD/386, to convene an Expert Meeting on Energy Services in
Internationd Trade: Development Implications. The Commission on Trade in Goods and Services and
Commodities endorsed this decision at its fifth sesson (19-23 February 2001).

4, In line with its mandate, the meeting will have one substantive segment.

Iltem 3: Enerqy sarvicesin internationd trade: Devel opment implications

5. The discussons under ths subgtantive item will be aimed at asssting UNCTAD member States
to have a better understanding of trade in energy services and itsimpact on development. A deegper and
more detailed knowledge of this emerging issue and of its devedlopment implications will assst
UNCTAD Member States in terms of taking postions and scheduling commitments in the ongoing
multilateral negotiations on trade in sarvices. The Expert Meeting will consider the topic under two
dimengons (i) the development dimension, by andysing how the strengthening of the energy services
sector can contribute to better and larger access to energy in developing countries; (ii) the trade
dimension, by focusng on how to increase developing country participation in the globdizing
internationa markets for energy services, and on how to create a supportive context through
appropriate trade negotiations in energy services and in the related sectors. It will be relevant to look
at the links between energy services and other components of the energy industry, as well as between
energy services and other internationaly traded services.

6. The discussionof trade in energy services will be based on the secretariat’ s background note,
country-specific experience papers and/or sector-specific case-studies to be presented by nationa
experts and resource persons.

7. The outcome of the Meeting will reflect the views expressed by the experts. It will be
trangmitted to the Sixth session of the Commission on Trade in Goods and Services, and Commodities,
which will make recommendations on actions to be taken by member States and UNCTAD.

8. The find report of the Meeting will be compiled under the authority of the Rapporteur and
Chairperson after the conclusion of the Meeting.
