 II. Annotations to the provisional agenda 

Item 1. Election of officers 

1. Under rule 64, paragraph 3, of the rules of procedure of the Trade and 
Development Board, and in accordance with the cycle of rotation for the 
election of the Chair and the Vice-Chair-cum-Rapporteur, the Chair of the 
Working Party at its fiftieth session will be a representative of one of the States 
members on list D. The Vice-Chair-cum-Rapporteur will be a representative of 
one of the States members on list A (Africa).

2. The Working Party will be invited to approve the provisional agenda for its 
fiftieth session, as reproduced in section I above.
